Creative Writing Guidelines
1.
Categories: Poetry, Short Story, Essay or Spoken Word

2.
One written entry per student and one Spoken Word entry.

3.  
All work must be original.

4.
Four (4) page maximum.

5.
Each page: one sided, typed, double spaced on white 8½” x 11” paper.

6.
Margins: 1” on every page.

7.
Identification: page number, full name, age, grade school.

8.
Identification Position: top right of each page

9.
Fasten pages with paper clips only!

10.
Students must be 13 years old as of December 31, 2008.

11.
Every student submitting work for the Cumberland County Festival must sign a Student Release form.  These forms should be attached to the creative writing piece.

2009 Student Release Form


In consideration of the acceptance by the County of Cumberland of my art or writing piece, for display and/or publication, and intending to be legally bound, I hereby grant the County of Cumberland my consent for the public and private use of my art or writing piece in accordance with its rules and policies.


I hereby release the County of Cumberland, its officers, agents, funding organizations, grantors, and public and private collaborators from any and all liability for damage, loss, or misappropriation of my art or writing piece. I further represent that this art or writing piece is an original work (originally conceived and executed, not copied from any other artist’s or photographer’s image) or writing personally executed by me, for which I have secured, or am entitled to secure, a copyright. 


I further grant the County of Cumberland, its officers, agents, funding organizations, and grantors, and its private and public collaborators, the right to include this work in a derivative work, such as a compilation in which this work is depicted as one representing Teen Arts, in a book, pamphlet, calendar, anthology, or any other literature form for the benefit of Teen Arts.
