Visual Arts
Book Making Workshop 

Learn the art of bookmaking. Grocery bags are often made from durable heavyweight paper. This makes it easy to recycle them and put them to use as a book. This simple, but surprising book structure yields some interesting opportunities for creativity and play. In this workshop we will create the book structure and then work on giving the books

words and images by considering the design and materials available to make our unique individual statement. We will use paints, markers, fabric, assorted papers and found objects to complete your work.

Color Pencil

It is a joy to learn colored pencil techniques. Learn what kind of materials are available, basic techniques of tonal blending, linear blending, using tonal blending, linear blending and layering with colored pencils.

Creating Comic Strips

In society, we communicate information/ideas through various mediums (words, symbols, illustrations, etc). When analyzing comic strips, it is noticeable that each has a different style, point of view, setting, plot, and summary, communicated not only through words, but through illustrations. By creating comic strips, students communicate ideas that cannot be expressed through words alone.

Gallery & Art Critiques                                                                     
Students are encouraged to engage one of this counties most celebrated artist, Mo Pagano, in the gallery for feedback on their work and a lively discussion of art.

Introduction to Ceramics

Learn to create pottery forms using the wheel and handbuilding techniques. This is a pottery course for beginners and ideal for those who would like to refresh their skills.  We will cover the basic throwing techniques for creating functional forms like bowls, cups and vases.  Work produced in class will be bisque fired only. 

Jewelry Making

Using small beads, each student will make earrings, plus a "practice" piece.  Participants will be using special tools for the workshop. Neither torches nor soldering is used,  Let your creativity run wild with funky jewelry.
Plein-air Landscape Painting 

Students will sketch the Maurice River scenery using acrylic paints. In addition to the technical practice of using this extremely flexible medium, students will learn to exercise selectivity, boldness and freedom in visually expressing the landscape. The landscape will be the starting point for the painting, but need not dictate every mark made on the canvas. All students will pull out of the landscape those elements that really interest them and work to communicate the significance of those elements in their paintings.

Life Drawing 

In this workshop students will explore the figure through an exciting series of exercises that analyze form, perspective and perception. Students will accomplish a number of studies and drawings dealing with the human form.

Making Monotypes
Explore the art of monotypes - a combination of painting and printmaking that produces one-of-a-kind images in this introductory class. You will work with various media on flat plates to create unique prints. We will experiment with additive (work directly on a plate) and subtractive (develope image by what you remove from a plate) techniques you can extend in your own studio without need of special printmaking equipment. This class is open to artists of all levels who are or would like to be adventurous with materials and ideas.

Mosaics & Creative Tile Making
Come join in the fun and learn the art of mosaic. Both beginners and advanced students benefit from instruction covering various techniques as well as a wide range of materials, grouts and adhesives.

Portfolio Creation 
This course will provide an opportunity for high school students, seeking to apply for art schools, to develop the necessary skills to produce a complete and winning portfolio! Students will work from their creative imagination, still life or images, meaningful to them, using various media to explore colour, perspective and composition. Individual and group critique will assist with the refinements of their creative process, technical application and visual problem solving.

Watercolor with Collage

Bring your watercolors to a new level… Explore a variety of techniques using watercolor

and collage as a primary source. A new technique will be introduced each week, along with demonstrations and critiques. A discussion of adhesives and papers will take place in week one. Experiment with a variety of transparent and opaque rice papers, newsprint , design papers, and much more. Expand the work further by adding additional media, including colored pencil, pastels, oil pastels, gesso, pen and ink, markers, gouache or tempera. Begin with existing watercolors as a basis or start fresh. Learn new ways of problem solving and explore the endless possibilities the combined media have to offer.

Literary Arts
Interactive Limerick Writing

Working with the most basic “poetic” forms helps with moving forward in the poetic voice. The limerick offers insights in poetic discipline in a very short form. As a group we will collaborate on a limerick, and then each write and share one.

Poetry Workshop

The intention of this particular workshop is to focus students’ attention on the inspirational part of the process of poetry, to focus more on process than product. What we will examine is the formation of the poem in the mind of the maker, how images are gathered, transformed into metaphor, and how myths are employed in the conception of a poem. I will be less interested in the formal construction of the poem than in the imaginative activity of the soul.

Spoken Word

Students who attend this workshop will learn how to see themselves as a part of their poetry, to deliver their poetry in a fresh, exciting way that’ll engage all audience members.

Performing Arts- Dance
Belly Dance Workshop

Belly dancing is a full body workout, with many benefits including improved flexibility, grace, poise, balance, strength, and toning. In this workshop you will learn: the sharp hip movement, hypnotic undulations, snake arms, belly snap in time to a drum beat, shimmies and twists. Basic combinations and patterns will be demonstrated and practiced in a fun and easy way. No experience is necessary. Young men as well as young women are welcome to experience the wonderful world of belly dancing.

Dance Critique

Opportunity to have one-on-one critique of your dance routine.

Jazz/Hip Hop Dance
This 30 minute workshop concentrates on providing varying degrees of Jazz/Hip hop skills; review the basics and learn a fun Hip Hop Routine. Vineland Regional Dance’s Artistic Director, Kim Chapman will make this workshop a true work-out.

The goal of a drum or rhythm circle is to create a space where people gather together, using drums and other percussion instruments, to create a universal language we all understand: rhythm. A drum circle emphasizes the use of drums only, whereas a rhythm circle uses drums and percussion such as shakers, cowbells and woodblocks. Simplified parts played on percussion and drums are the ingredients used to create the "groove" and bring a fun experience to the group! Drums and percussion provided, but you are encouraged to bring yours. Jody Janetta and Anthony Vega create a lot of energy in this workshop.

In the workshop, young actors are encouraged to listen to each other and work together to improve their chances for a successful audition.
