County Library launches cultural tours

Aiming to 
expand the 
horizons of 

the area’s youth and 
adults, the Cumber-
land County Library 
has launched a series 
of trips that give visi-
tors a first-hand taste 
of global and regional 
culture and history. 
	 The short, day-long 
trips are in keeping 
with the library’s 
summer reading 
theme, “One World: 
Many Stories,”  ex-
plains Library Direc-
tor Jean Edwards.  	
	 She was surprised 
that though the pro-
gram was originally 
intended primarily for 
children, the first trip, 
to the “Celtic Fling” 
at the Pennsylvania 
Renaissance Faire 
grounds in June, at-
tracted more adults 
than children.
	 The next trip, set 
for Monday, July 18, 
will take place at the 
Cape May Light-
house, museum and 
Cape May Point State 
Park. She expects 
more children for this 
excursion. 

	 The Celtic Fling, says the director, 
enabled local visitors to step inside a 
time machine filled with musicians, 
dancers and craftsmen from another 
era. Some of the features included 
traditional Irish step dancers, sheep 
shearing, glass blowing and a rousing 
performance of bagpipers. 
	 “The Celtic Fling was in full swing, 
celebrating contemporary and tradi-
tional arts, crafts, music, dance and 
recreation associated with Irish, Scot-
tish, Cornish and Gaelic heritage,” says 
Edwards. In addition, several Celtic 
bands provided non-stop entertainment 
on eight stages.

 	 The trip to the Cape May Lighthouse will 
feature a tour of the 199-step lighthouse where visi-
tors can enjoy spectacular views of the surrounding 
area. “For those who choose not to climb, the Oil 
House contains a fully-accessible visitors’ orienta-
tion center and a Museum Shop stocked with mari-
time accessories and memorabilia,” says Edwards.	
“Visitors can also revel in the constantly changing 
shoreline, dunes, freshwater coastal marsh and 
trails.”  
   The cost is $7 for adults, $3 for children ages 
3–12, with children under 
3 admitted free. The cost 
includes admission to the
